This narrative deals with the estimated cost per square foot for renovations to existing buildings at
Mayview State Hospital,

The buildings at Mayview SH are assumed to be 50 years old or older. Most of the buildings have
a penmitted occupancy for long-lerm care or skilled-nursing.

Necassary renovations to convert these care facliities to another occupancy, in parlicular to office

space, would require upgrading of bullding systems and perhaps structural improvemants.
Upgrades to eleclrical, HVAG and plumbing would be a given for each buliding. Assoclated
improvements to lighting, power and tele-communications as well as wall, floor ahd ceiling finishes
must be provided. Structural floor load ratings of the buildings must be examined to comply with
current building codes if the occupancy is changed. Thermal insulation, windows and doors must
be evaluated to determine the bullding's energy efficiency in order to determine expected heating
and cooling costs, Roof and exterior masonty wall finishes should be surveyed for infegrity and
repalred. A separate heating unit should be installed in each building to disconnect it from the
Central Steam Plant, There would also be interior demoiition to provide for the renovation work
and HazMat abalement, Also, the proximily of available parking should be evaluated, and possibly
constructed.

Considering these improvements as necessary for future occupancy, | would eslimate af least

$100 - $125 PSF as the cost for the renovation work.

in the B-1 Business District, all uses shall be subject to the following regulations, except as they may be modified
by the express standards and ciiteria for the specific conditional uses and uses by special exception contained in
Article XV. No individual parcel or lot within the B-1 shall contain more than one principal structure or use without
being a part of an approved business park master plan. .

A_ Minimum lot area:

(1) Lots in a business park master plan: no minimum. There are no minimum ot size requirements for
individual development sites within the office park when approved as pait of the overall development parcel
plan.

(2) Within the B-1 Business District, all land 1o be developed as part of a master plan must be at least 10
acres.

(3) Within a master plan, there may be individual development sites that consist of a single building or cluster
of buildings. Such sités may be developed individually after subdivision of the parcel or as part of a
comprehensive developmerit of the eritire parcel.

The household count in this market area has changed from 49,269 in 2000 to 50,318 in the current year, a change of 0.26 percent annually.
The five-year projection of households is 50,087, a change of -0.09 percent annually from the current year total. Average household size is
currently 2.42, compared to 2.47 in the year 2000. The number of families in the current year is 34,740 in the market area.
Housing
Currently, 75.7 percent of the 53,203 housing units in the market area are owner occupied; 18.8 percent, renter occupied; and 5.4 percent are
vacant. In 2000, there were 51,181 housing units— 77.7 percent owner occupied, 18.6 percent renter occupied and 3.7 percent vacant. The
rate of change in housing units since 2000 is 0.47 percent. Median home value in the market area is $202,536, compared to a median home
value of $192,285 for the U.S. In five years, median home value is projected to change by 1.18 percent annually to $214,745. From 2000 to
| the current year, median home value changed by 5.6 percent annually.
